When looking for a checking account, take this checklist with you. Below are the types of checking 
accounts and some questions that will help you choose the checking account that is right for you.

What to Take With You 
In addition to routine information (such as your address), you will generally need three things when you 
open your checking account: 
 
1. Picture identification 
2. Taxpayer identification number (usually a Social Security number)
